Earlier this year our Conservative government applauded the Manitoba government's consultations about 

senate elections and looks forward to continuing to work with like-minded provinces to create a more 

democratic Senate. Already, for example Prime Minister Harper has appointed a Senator elected in Alberta.

Closing Loopholes, Improving Accountability: 

Our government has introduced a bill to strengthen accountability with respect to political loans. This will 

ensure that loans meet the same high standards set by Stephen Harper's Accountability Act in 2006. It will 

establish a reporting regime, ban corporations (except banks) and unions from making loans, and include 

loans from individuals in the $1,100 contribution limit.
